An out of control car careened towards them, at the same moment he saw a purple haze throughout his vision. Holding out one hand, a bolt of shimmering silver energy erupted at the car, stopping it immediately.


Shortly after that, the news of metahumans in Patriot City began to make the headlines, and he realized what he had become. Seeing a story about a teenager who had become a humanoid tiger, and was about to become a ward of the state for turning his step-father in for the murder of his mother, he felt a sense of kinship with the lad. He went to the courthouse, and petitioned to be made the lad's foster father. A decent helping of cash helped ease the difficulty that John was unmarried, and he took Calvin Hobbes under his wing.


After a conversation between the two as to why John felt a need to take Calvin in, he was inspired to turn his family mansion into a hostel for others like them - metahumans, with no other option. Turning the bank over to a trusted family friend, but retaining controlling interest, he put most of his personal fortune into a trust fund dedicated to the Hostel, and soon the Mendolsson Memorial Hostel for Displaced Metahumans opened its doors. 


Some months after this, his brother became possessed by the Bllack Blade, prompting him to form the combat capable inhabitants of the Hostel into a security force. Originally consisting of himself, Hauler, Black Tiger, and Jarhead, it soon gained the name "Legion" after a second batch of new members joined. he leads Legion with a father's guiding hand, and has started being seen by the inhabitants of Mountainrock as a civic leader, not just a superhero.

Description:



John mendolsson is a true albino - there is absolutely no pigmentation in his skin, eyes, or hair. This results in a pale pink, almost white, skin tone, ivory colored hair, and pinkish-red eyes. Originally, this condition was compounded by anemia, but the anemia has faded with his gaining Energy-X inspired powers. As Silverlance, he wars cuffed, "cavalier" style boots, brown trousers, and a white, puffy sleeved "swashbuckler" shirt. He does not wear a mask of any kind.

Skills and Talents:


Silverlance is a remarkably skilled tactician, able to examine a situation and determine an appropriate response to it in moments. However, he sometimes hesitates, knowing he is sending people he cares about into harm's way. Still, he perserveres. He does not have his father's business acumen, but has a basic understanding of business sciences, including accounting. 


He is remarkably accurate with his "silver lance", capable of striking a target from extreme range accurately. He also has been recieving hand-to-hand training from Jarhead since Legion was formed, and is thus a relatively skilled combatant.

Superhuman Powers:

Silverlance can generate a silvery-white beam of energy nicknamed "the Silver Lance". It is not known exactly what form of energy constitutes it, but it is capable of doing extreme damage to physical objects, and can even affect immaterial targets such as Ghost. The maximum force he can generate is unknown, but a one-handed blast can punch through two feet of granite.


On one occasion, Silverlance's energy was not released as a tightly focused beam, but rather as a burst of energy. Concentrated at Blackblade, who stood over him poised to perform a death blow, it caused no physical damage whatsoever. Instead, it acted as a sort of forced exorcism, knocking the possessive demon out of the body of his brother, and back into the sword into which it was bound. It is not known if he can replicate this, or if it was merely born of desparation.

Equipment:


John is fabulously wealthy, and with the entire resources of Legion available to him. However, he normally goes into combat with nothing but his own skills and powers, relying on his companions and friends to back him up.
