Description:



Gauntlet is a fully converted cyborg, with an artificial face that resembles his original, human face. Part of his chest and legs are covered with a syntheplastic colored dark green, while his arms, part of his chest, and 'boots' are visibly metallic. His forearms are more than five times as wide as they originally were, and his hands are not actually physically attached to his arms, but suspended electromagnetically. When he fires his plasma weaponry, his hands actually retract inside his forearms, and the bulbous attachments slide forwards, as his plasma cannons.

Skills and Talents:


Gauntlet is a good shot, especially with his onboard plasma weaponry. However, any other abilities are unknown.

Superhuman Powers:

Gauntlet is a fully converted cyborg, with only his brainstem, spinal cord, and incidental body parts remaining. This results in his superhuman strength, endurance, and durability, as well as granting him vision into the ultraviolet range, enhanced hearing, and other special abilities such as Adrenaline Override and a built-in communicator. His exact strength limit is unknown, but is probably roughly in the 1 to 2 ton range, as his physical form is optimized for long-ranged combat and not close melee.


Gauntlet's forearms have been completely modified into long-range canons firing superheated packets of electromagnetic plasma. The exact temperature of his plasma packets is not yet known, but may approach 2,000 degrees Celcius. They also have considerable kinetic force, capable of bursting apart brickj and concrete with a single blast. The maximum range of these plasma blasters is not yet known, but may be over two thousand feet.

Equipment:


Gauntlet normally wears a belt-mounted force field projector, usually tuned to defend against the specific attacks of a potential foe. In addition, he can also requisition any other CADRE equipment, such as rifles, camoflage hologram generators, and other high-tech devices due to his rank in the organization.
