History:


Allison Mallory was the first inhabitant of the Mendolsson Memorial Hostel for Displaced Metahumans to die in action. Originally a seamstress, she had been fired on the spot when she demonstrated a mild superhuman ability - she could rotate her entire upper torso around nearly 360 degrees total rotation. As her savings dwindled, she tried to find another job, but failed. Heart breaking, she gave her cats to her upstairs neighbor, who loved cats, and ended up walking up to the Mendolsson Memorial Hostel for Displaced Metahumans.


While there, she grew to love the inhabitants as her own family, and in fact was the original creator of most of the costumes worn by the security force, Legion. While spending an afternoon restng on the grassy fields behind the Hostel, and looking back on her life, a blue energy field of unknown origin impacted with her, stunning her. Upon her return to consciousness, she discovered she had glowing blue eyes now, and vast superhuman power. Taking the name Paragon, she began the proccess to become an official member of Legion.


However, the day she was fully inducted, a menace calling himself Reactorr began a rampage through downtown Mountainrock. Watching on the monitor, she saw the villain easily defeat Hauler, Dragonlord, and Synergy, and approach Silverlance with murderous intent. Refusing to allow that, she raced off at incredible speeds, intercepting him before he reached the leader of Legion. They fought for several minutes with Silverlance as the only conscious witness, until a mis-timed duck by Reactorr caused an uppercut from paragon to break his neck, killing him instantly. Horror-stricken, the woman cast out, looking for anyone besides her teammates left alive. Feeling a strong but fading life-force, she rushed over to a fallen building, and found a dying young man. As she held him, before she could try to heal him, he died in her arms.


Paragon could not allow that. She focused every single bit of life-force and healing ability she possessed, and actually brought him back to life, but at the cost of her own. As a final gift, however, she imbued the ressurected lad with a significant fraction of the power she posessed, then passed into eternity.

Description:



Allison was a once-beautiful woman, but still somewhat handsome, and looked five years younger than her actual age of fifty-two. After being imbued with power by the blue energy, she appeared younger still, as if she was in her late thirties rather than early fifties. She had not yet created a costume for her Paragon identity at the time of her death.

Skills and Talents:


Allison was a remarkably skilled seamstress, and had an almost instinctive understanding of human relationships, though she was unmarried through her entire life. Her advice was often sought by inhabitants of the Hostel, and to many, such as Black Tiger, she was almost an adoptive mother.

Superhuman Powers:

At first, Allison's only superhuman power was the ability to rotate her upper torso up to a total of 360 degrees in one direction or the other. As it was a matter of muscular and bone flexibility, it did not tire her to do so any more than a normal human is tired by turning to face a new direction.


After her encounter with the blue energy, she possessed physical power of an incalculable level. Her maximum physical strength is still unknown, but it was many, many times greater than Hauler. Her skin was impervious to everything thrown at her during this time, including the punches of Reactorr, who was demonstrably stronger than Hauler. Her body and mind moved with a speed beyond anything yet recorded, and she could travel from the Hostel to downtown Mountainrock, a distance of fifteen miles, in less than a few seconds.


For some reason, when flying or otherwise moving at speeds above mach speed, Paragon did not generate sonic booms or oother athmospheric disturbances other than a mild wind. This has led some to speculate that whatever force imbued her with power was mystical in nature. 


Besides her flight and physical power, she had other abilities related to life forces. She could sense the locations of life-forces within an unknown radius, and could extend her own life-force to heal others. She proved capable of true ressurection, though the act cost her her own life.
